Acceptability : extent to which the users are
likely to adopt *

* Adoption: Acceptance of a guideline as a
whole after the assessment of its quality .

When health providers adopt a guideline:

Feel committed to change their practices in

accordance with the recommendations of the
guideline.



* Applicability : The extent to which the users
are able to put the recommendation into
practice

Applicability 1s sometimes taken as a synonym for feasibility:
o Feasibility of the acquisition of necessary skills and knowledge
o Feasibility of the necessary increase in provider time, staff, equipment, and so on.
